Dear Parents / Guardians,
Hope everybody is keeping healthy.

With reference to the announcement by Minister of Health, Malaysia and press statement by Sarawak
Disaster Management Committee (SDMC) on 7 September 2022, the School management and School
Board Committee Members have deliberated and the following practices will be enforced at Lodge
Group of Schools:

1. SOP for Lodge Group of Schools

a. For the safety of our staff and students, wearing of face mask properly in the school
premise is still compulsory, including during co-curricular activities.

b. Flexibility on use of face mask is given in the following environments:

» when the individual is alone (without company);

» during Physical Education (PE) lessons; and sports / games;

» while consuming their food and drinks at the school canteen; according to the
staggered break and lunch times; and

» medical reasons (supported with medical certificate / letter).

Ox Staff and students who are tested positive(+ve) Covid-19 at home must stay at home for 7
days or the required number of days as stated in their MySejahtera and to seek medical
attention. School authorities will also notify the parents/guardians of the close contacts of
the students who are tested positive so that seif-tests can be conducted at home.

d. When students are feeling unwell/experiencing Covid-like symptoms while in school;

» school authorities will notify the parents/guardians to bring their child/children back
for medical attention; and
» the students concerned must stay at home until he/she is well.

e. Physical distancing is not compulsory ONLY when face mask is put on properly. It is
still mandatory to practice physical distancing when face mask is not put on. We must
continue to remind and encourage each other the importance of this guideline and to
practice it conscientiously.
